Mysteries of the Indus Valley
Background: You are a part of a team of archeologists sent to the Indus River Valley.  Reports have come out about the remains of an immense Indus Valley city called Mohenjo Daro discovered near the mouth of the river in what is now Pakistan.  Archaeologists only first discovered evidence of the Indus Valley Civilization in the 1920s when the city of Harrappa was discovered.  The Mohenjo Daro site can potentially add a goldmine of clues to this mysterious civilization. What was this civilization like? When you arrive you find they have unearthed some of the following artifacts pictured below. With your team, analyze these artifacts and make inferences to answer the following questions.  Make sure to explain your answers using evidence from the artifacts.  Be prepared to share your answers with the class.
1. What evidence is there of an organized central government? 
2. What is the purpose of the “Great Bath” in Mohenjo Daro?  
3. What was the lifestyle of the Indus Valley people like?
4. Is there evidence of interaction between the Indus Valley and other civilizations? 
5. What evidence is there of a hierarchy in Indus Valley culture?
6. Did the Indus Valley have a written language?  
7. What similarities or differences exist between the Indus Valley and Egypt and Mesopotamia?
